One Thursday, before dinner, a group was brainstgyebout an icebreaker to use
before Fr. Tom’s talk on his pilgrimage on martyisomewhat facetiously suggested “Would
you die for your faith?” to varied responses frandgnts. Some groaned that it was far too
serious of a question, while others said immedydteds of course!” The students seemed
surprised that my answer was ‘I don’t know.’ | Bed that it was less a question of faith than of
courage, but that didn’t seem a satisfying answéihém. And honestly | felt a bit convicted that
even as a campus minister | still couldn’t confifjesay that | would die for my faith.

Listening to Fr. Tom'’s stories about the martyrsc&@ Romero and Jean Donovan and
the others, | wondered what brought them to theeplehere they would die for their faith.
Reflecting on their stories it seems to me it's enoontextualized than that phrase implies. It
doesn’t sound like anyone asked them to stop kietievThey were asked to stop acting on those
beliefs. They were killed because they wouldréivie the people they were in community with;
they were killed for teaching those communitieg thay had dignity, that they were beloved
children of God. They were killed because whay thed and did was perceived a threat to the
people in power. So it seems more accurate tohegydied because of what their faith led them
to do or to say. It was the consequences of their, not the fact of it. They took the Gospel
message and made it applicable to the lives opéople around them — and the Gospel message
is radical: Good news to the poor, liberation tptoges. There’s an old saying that the Christian
life is to “comfort the afflicted, and afflict theomfortable.” (side note: | just learned that itswa
originally said by a journalist about the role efwspapers; however, the Christian aspect of it is
still commonly attributed to Dorothy Day and herti@dic Worker movement.) This saying
could be read as a pithy reflection of Luke’s vemsof the Beatitudes we have for this
weekend’s gospel. Yes, the poor are blessed by Bddo those who lead easy lives, woe.

Trying to put myself in the martyrs’ shoes, | calesed what | would do if the
government told me that to save my life | couldmirk at Newman anymore. And my
unfortunate conclusion is that I'm not doing orisgyanything that would be a threat to anyone.
| don't afflict anyone, intentionally and rightedysinyway. Honestly, I'm not even sure what
that would look like, for any of us. Would we beo® advocates for the poor, protesting
whenever we see people not being treated withitiretyd they possess, being insistent that fair
wages and decent working conditions are a mattéitbf and life? Would we sell everything
we have and give it to the poor? Would we liveatidarity with the suffering? All of that
sounds difficult and uncomfortable and fruitless psobably is something we’re called to do.

It's hard for me to know where the line is betweggandiose idealism and realism. On one hand
it’s too easy to stay in our comfortable rooms vathr comfortable lives and justify not looking
too closely at injustice or getting too involvedtive suffering of others. The “woe to you” is
clear to those of us who are comfortable. Oucht. Yt also feels unrealistic to expect any of us
to live radically differently; we have families astudent loans and real life stuff to deal with.

So a part of me wants to just talk about the littiegs that we can do to act on our faith — how
does ‘preferential option for the poor’ work outaar interactions with our neighbors? And the
little things are important, and probably the tofaica different ‘Finding Grace’. For now, |

think maybe it's ok to feel a bit convicted by tedsioes.” Maybe it's ok to feel some prickles,

if that helps us focus on living so that our faatko has consequences, whatever they may be.
