As | write this, the Busy Student Retreat is gaamgall around me — mentors meeting with
students in every available office at the Ministiys a fun time for me, talking to people befaued
after their meetings, catching up with them, havmltpw-up discussions from their meetings. One of
the more entertaining follow-up questions has besdiry do we abstain from meat, as opposed to
something else?” which has led to looking througinynbooks — Catholic encyclopedias, the book of
canon law, a book on Catholic customs. Quite adeus were entertained for quite a while on this.
Couldn’t find a really satisfying answer other theadition, but looking around was fun.

A question that is probably going to pop up in aifBlday discussion came from the reflection
guide for Monday -Are you an “adult Christian?” A few students and a few mentors approached me
afterwards wondering what about the question antting to talk about it further. Which was also fun
for me, as one of my greatest joys with this jolvien students are curious about these kinds of
things, theological and spiritual questions. kliways impressive to me how intently they seek
understanding. Faith seeking understanding.

It is an interestingly worded question that doestséo naturally lead to other questions — what
does an adult Christian look like? How would yawow if you were one, or if you weren’t? For one
student, she could tell the difference in her fagtween when she lived at home, when she started
college, and now, and it felt like increasing mayor adulthood. One mentor channeled St. Paul in
proposing that adult Christianity was when you @aay childish things. We all agreed that
confirmation was not a true measure —we all fetirgjly that being confirmed doesn’t necessarily
make you an adult Christian, only an adult memibé¢ih@® church. When | was in grade school one of
my professors talked a lot of about the stage®o¥ersion — many people have written on the topic,
and come up with different versions which all sgefatively accurate to me. One talked about an
intellectual, a moral and a religious conversi@thers talked about first, second, and third
conversion, where in the first we are tagging alast§ our parents’ or another’s conversion, ancheac
subsequent stage we own more ourselves. Anothdtabout it using romantic love relationships as
a metaphor — at first we're ‘in love’ and everythiseems wonderful, then the honeymoon is over and
all the flaws appear, and finally, understandind eomfort come from regularly taking the time ta ge
to know each other. And for many of us, we movand out of various stages throughout our lives.

College seems to be a time for many students teerttet move from their parents’ faith to
their own. Without anyone looking over their shdmris, they can decide on their own if they want to
go to church, or read the bible, or learn more abiwir faith. As one student put it, being anladu
Christian means taking the responsibility for youm learning and growth. Instead of being spoon
fed what to think and believe, you have to seekamgivers, find your own path. Many students seem
to be happily working on their intellectual conviers looking to understand God better, to be able t
answer questions they get from their friends, talde to answer their own questions about God and
faith and the church. They believe, but they warknow why and what and how. To me, that
wanting to understand is an important part of antddith. Actively seeking God, instead of
passively sitting there or expecting someone elgedd you. Maybe part of being an adult Christian
is being willing to do the work, to take responkipifor your own relationship with God and puttime
time it takes to get to know him.
